hematological parameters of depressive disordesidriis was studied.

Results: show that there is a statistically significant @g35) elevation in the erythrocytes sedimentatates of
the depressive disordered patients than in theraomfroup. Statistically significant decrease wassarved in
hematological parameters such as haematocrit, Hebiingred blood cells count, platelets count astdltwhite blood cell
count in depressed patients on treatment with ept&ssants, e.g Amitriptyline, Imipramine, etc. Hdwoer, there is no
statistically significant difference (p>0.05) iretlmean corpuscular volume (MCV) and mean cell hggobhin (MCH) of

both the patients under treatment for depressidrcantrol subjects.

Conclusion: Therefore, a good monitoring of the haematologfzaiameters of depressive disordered patients
before and during antidepressant’s administratmulcdcserve as a reliable means of observing charegesting from the

use of antidepressant drugs.
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
