The settings this study
was the Antenatal, postnatal, Surgical and Medi€n¢ Patient Department (OPD) at the DMCH, (SSM@HJ NICRH
in Dhaka. Data was collected from March to Jun@9@ith structured and unstructured questionn&tedy population
was 15-50 age group women. who attended the oigrPddepartment for their treatment. Total sampe svas 330.
Among 330 women, 200 women from DMCH, 70 from SSM@Hd 60 from NICRH were included. The mean agief
respondents was 31.03 (+ SD 9.50) years. Most (6ifo)e respondents were residing in urban aréag62completed
primary school. More than fifty percent (55.20) teabout breast cancer. 73.33% of the respondaatsnd knowledge
about the risk factors of breast cancer. Only 2% 6ad the knowledge of the risk factors. The stgdyult showed that all
respondents gave multiple answer regarding the ladne about the best way to prevent and contrbledist cancer. It is
found from the result that the majority 76.06% wanveere not aware on prevention and control of kireascer only
23.94% was aware. 100% were agreed that they nasthg support. Though the sample size was isargelenough but
still this finding is important. Further qualitativand quantitative research in this area needsetaditected towards
studying the female population in Bangladesh byhgsiinstructured interview methods that may prouidere and
different information about awareness on breasteaand its prevention and control, and how muely feel it important

in attending the OPDs for their breast checkup.
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
