"Population of Visakhapatnam in 2011 is 1,730,32Dwhich male and female are 875,199 and 855,121
respectively. Although Visakhapatnam city has papah of 1,730,320; its urban / metropolitan popatais 0 of which 0
are males and 0 are females. Male literacy in thglomeration is approximately 83.46%, while feméteracy is
considerably lower at 69.59%. In education sectiotal literates in Visakhapatnam city are 1,698,89 which 878,959
are males while 699,937 are females. Average tijerate of Visakhapatnam city is 82.66 percent biciv male and
female literacy was 88.02 and 77.18 percent. Tatdtren (0-6) in Visakhapatnam city are 158,924pas figure from
Census India report on 2011. There were 81,119 idyle 77,805 are girls. The child forms 10.21 %athl population
of Visakhapatnam City.

In Andhra PradestiThirty-nine percent of the population 7 years ahdve are non-literate; it is 48.4 percent for
females and 29.9 percent for males (Table 2.4).gemeler gap in literacy rate is narrow for the twoad age groups 7-9
years and 10-14 years.
